If the Church is unsuitable we will continue on to Trafalgar Park, or keep moving
up the valley. A sign will be left at each venue to where we are heading and we will communicate
electronically as best we can. An off-site evacuation would most likely occur in the event of a Tsunami
warning, flooding or large fire.
